Description of Proposal: Proposed amendments to Shoreline Municipal Code (SMC) 13.12, Floodplain Management. The amendments will adopt new FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) and current standards necessary to comply with the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP). Amendments must be adopted by the FIRM effective date on August 19, 2020 in order for the City to maintain membership in the NFIP. Public Hearing: The Planning Commission of the City of Shoreline will hold an Electronic Public Hearing during a regular meeting of the Planning Commission on June 4, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. Pursuant to the Governor’s Emergency Proclamation 20-28 the public hearing will be held electronically due to health concerns from COVID-19. The hearing and public participation will be held completely remotely using an online application. The purpose of the hearing is to receive comments on the proposed amendments to SMC 13.12, Floodplain Management.

SEPA Threshold Determination: The City of Shoreline has determined that the proposal will not have a probable significant adverse impact on the environment and on May 20, 2020 issued a Determination of Non-Significance. The public comment period for the SEPA determination will end on June 3, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. Comments on the threshold determination may be submitted to Andrew Bauer, Senior Planner at abauer@shorelinewa.gov.

Judicial Appeal: The Threshold Determination may be appealed within 14 days of issuance, as provided in SMC 20.30.680. Appeals must be submitted in writing to the City Clerk at clk@shorelinewa.gov with the appropriate filing fee and received not later than 5:00 p.m. on the last day of the appeal period. The written appeal must contain specific factual objections related to the environmental impacts of the project.
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
