The City of Shoreline Notice of SEPA Threshold Determination 

The City of Shoreline is proposing amendments to the Shoreline Development Code (SMC Title 20) that apply citywide.  The amendment will allow the siting of Community Residential Facilities in the R-4 and R-6 zones with the approval of a Conditional Use Permit. The amendment will also clarify the definition for CRF’s, propose indexed criteria, update the use tables, update sign standards, update parking standards, and propose changing the name of the use from CRF to Residential Care Facilities.

Threshold Determination: The City of Shoreline has determined that the proposal will not have a probable significant adverse impact on the environment and is issuing a Determination of Nonsignificance.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Comment and Judicial Appeal: The public comment period will end on May 3, 2018. The SEPA Threshold Determination may be appealed with the decision on the underlying action in accordance with SMC 20.30.
