Increases of the fees contained in the fee schedules in this chapter shall be calculated on an annual basis by January 1st of each year 
by the average for the period that includes the last six months of the previous budget year and the first six months of the current budget 
year of the Seattle-Tacoma-8i:emeftGR~ Consumer Price Index for all urban consumers (CPl-U), unless the Shoreline 
Municipal Code calls for the use of another index I other indices, the fee is set by another agency, or specific circumstances apply to 
the calculation of the fee. The appropriate adjustment shall be calculated each year and included in the city manager's proposed 
budget. The city manager may choose to not include the calculated adjustments in the city manager's proposed budget and the city 
council may choose to not include the calculated adjustments in the adopted budget for select user fees in any individual budget year 
without impacting the full force of this section for subsequent budget years. The annual adjustments to the fees in this chapter shall be 
rounded as appropriate to ensure efficient administration of fee collection.
